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PELLUCIDHAPTOR FIDUS SP. N. (MONOGENEA, DACTYLOGYRYDAE)

SUMMARY

Pellucidhaptor fidus sp. n. from gills of the lake minnow (Phoxinus percnurus) from the Anadyr
river basin is described. It differs from the majority of other members of this genus by the structure
of the distal part of copulatory tube and from P. merus (Zaika, 1961) by the structure of anchors. The
minnows parasite fauna consists of 8 species, of which 6 species were found in the rivers of Chukotka
for the first time. The finds of Phoxinus percnurus in water bodies of the Markov hollow, the finds
of  Pellucidhaptor fidus and Cleidodiscus brachus point to the connections between the Asian and
American faunas of Leuciscinae and to a greater variety of the boreal-plane fauna in Chukotka water
bodies in Oligocene — Pliocene time.
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
