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Rhynchaenus? stobieckii Smreczyński, 1957 is recorded for the Caucasus for the first 
time; Ceratapion transsylvanicum (Schilsky, 1906) and Ceutorhynchus buniadis Penecke, 
1928 are new to the northeastern Caucasus; Ceratapion transsylvanicum is also new to 
the Russian fauna. For Squamapion samarense (Faust, 1891), first precise localities in 
the Caucasus and new data on the general distribution are reported.

Western Alps, Southeastern Eu-
rope (Dieckmann, 1988), European Russia
(Kursk, Ulyanovsk and Samara provinces, Bash-
kortostan, Stavropol Terr.), southern Siberia (Al-
tai, Tuva, Chita Prov.), Georgia, Armenia, Azerba-
ijan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Mon-
golia [Ter-Minassian, 1972, as Apion (Squamap-
ion) obtusipenne Desbr.; 1975, as A. (Catapion)
samarense and A. (Squamapion) obtusipenne
Desbr.; Bajtenov, 1977, as A. dilatipes var. chovs-
golicum Bajtenov, 1977; Dieckmann, 1988]. No
precise locations in the Caucasus have been
known before.
